They need to remain competitive and attractive to their customers; vocational education and training organisations need to innovate and continuously improve, by exploring and seizing opportunities with emerging technology, computer applications and new media.

The programme will include a range of national and state leaders of vocational education and training policy, research and practice as well as engaging workshops and challenging speakers from outside the sector.
